• Successfully lobbied for legislation that created the Georgia 

Motorcycle Safety Program (GMSP), our state’s rider education 
program that is available to all. 

• Lobbied to have legislation passed to modify the existing manda-

tory helmet law to allow adults age 21 and older freedom of choice 
as to the wearing of a helmet. 

• Successfully lobbied for legislation leading to the repeal of the 

Georgia law prohibiting use of speakers or headphones while riding 
a motorcycle.

The letters “A.B.A.T.E.” stand for 
American Bikers Active Toward Educa-
tion.

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Final Results of Georgia Department of Transportation Road Safety Audit 
on State Route 190 in Meriwether County, Georgia

The Road Safety Audit (RSA) was conducted between August 10-11, 2011, along a 3.6 mile 
segment of SR 190 in Meriwether County, Pine Mountain, Georgia. For this route segment, both the 
crash and severity rates exceed the statewide average. Over 80% of the crashes that occurred from 
2005-2011 have been single vehicle crashes and many of those crashes involved motorcyclists. 

The original meeting took place in Thomaston, Georgia.  After a lengthy discussion and multi-
ple views via Google Earth, it was decided to personally visit this stretch of SR 190.  Several mem-
bers of the above team walked the area of mile marker 2.  Multiple motorcycle parts and downed 
highway poles were found along the path.  There were signs of tire marks and painted remnants of 
recent accidents at several points along this stretch of the highway.  Concerned, the Audit Team 
traveled a four mile stretch via GDOT van and discussed multiple issues.  Here are the results of this 
audit. 

First, the RSA team recommended signing individual curves with appropriate warning signs 
and advisory speed plaques near the curves.  They also recommended a maintenance resurfacing 
project to adjust the super elevation rates of mile marker 2 in the upcoming years.  

Second, chevron arrow markers should be installed around the curves, being placed farther 
away from the edge of the pavement as possible. 

Third, the team recommended adding a message in paint on the pavement in advance of the 
sharp curves such as “SLOW CURVE AHEAD”.   

Fourth, trees located within the curves should be removed to allow increased sight distance. 
Fifth, rumble strips should be added to the shoulders or on the edge lines in the short term 

and there should be consideration for widening and improving the shoulder material in the future. 
Sixth, restriping the study area and using reduced RPM spacing (dumb dots) in the curves 

was recommended.

Seventh, the team wants to consider improving the pavement friction factor by using high fric-
tion material or resurfacing the roadway in the study area. 

Eighth, there is an existing sight distance problem at intersection of SR 190 and SR 85 Alter-
nate.  The RSA team recommended providing warning signs in advance of the intersection on all ap-
proaches.  Assessing the feasibility of providing lighting at the intersection is in the near future.  In 
the long term, it may be possible to make adjustments to the vertical alignment of each roadway 
based on an engineering study. 

The GDOT does at least two Road Safety Audits each year.  This road issue was one GDOT 
felt worthy of a Safety Audit, and by the results of this study, we will soon have the issues resolved.  
Many thanks go out to the members of the RSA team.  Special thanks go out to the original GDOT 
meeting members who met earlier this year, including, but not limited to, Acting Commissioner Keith 
Golden and Norm Cressman, who felt compelled to listen to ABATE’s concerns about saving the 
lives of motorcyclists.  Remember, if you see a road issue that needs to be addressed, report that

Bikers and Motorcycle Rights Organizations worked 
hard during the mid-90’s to convince Congress to include language in the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 
1996 to bar insurers from denying coverage to injured riders, but a loophole in HIPAA allows insurers to continue the discriminatory 
practice. 
 
S. 423 would "promote health-care coverage parity for individuals participating in legal recreational activities or legal transportation 
activities," by closing the loophole and prohibiting employers from refusing to cover motorcycle related injuries in the health care 
coverage they provide their employees. 
 
Help end health insurance discrimination by urging your U.S. Senators to support the Feingold-Collins bill and to sign on as a co-
sponsor to S. 423. You can contact your Senators at (202) 224-3121 or locate them on the web at www.senate.gov.  
 
LOUISIANA PUSHES PASSENGER HELMET LAW Go tell yer ol' lady that the state of Louisiana wants to put a helmet on her 
head whenever she's riding on the p-pad, then write to their House Transportation Committee to let them know her reaction! 
 
"Most of the people who like to ride on the back of scooters enjoy the freedom we have in Louisiana as much as the riders in the 
front," said Steve Howardell, Legislative Coordinator for ABATE of Louisiana. "This bill is the first step in eroding our hard fought 
freedom in the Pelican State and the first step in repealing SB-86 which granted us our right to choose in 1999." 
 
This bill, HB-41, if passed will require passengers on all motorcycles, regardless of age, to wear a helmet at all times in Louisiana.  
 
"We need to fight back," says Howardell. "Write your legislators and let them know that we, the 86,000 strong registered riders of 
Louisiana, their passengers, their friends and family will not go backwards. We are a voting block to be reckoned with and we will 
stand together!" 
 
In the meantime, the state of Rhode Island is considering repealing their passenger helmet law, the only such law on the books in the 
United States. HB-5503 would remove the passenger helmet requirement, and was heard recently in the House Health, Education & 
Welfare Committee. "The Rhode Island Motorcycle Association testified in favor of the bill, and it looked pretty good," said Jeff 
Barone, President of RIMA and a member of the National Coalition of Motorcyclists (NCOM) Board of Directors. 
 
"My advice will be to get a woman who rides her own bike as well as on the back of her old man's, and have her ask the committee 
members 'Why do I need to wear a helmet based on where I sit on the bike?'," said Barone. 
 
"Many of us worked long hard hours drafting this legislation and we need to show our elected officials that this is important to us, 
and it's something we all believe in; Freedom of Choice," he said. 
 
WASHINGTON'S "HELMET IS A HELMET" BILL PASSES SENATE A helmet definition bill passed the Washington State Sen-
ate on March 11 by a vote of 44-3, and would redefine the law to state that a helmet is a hard shell with a padded liner, a chin strap, 
and a DOT sticker affixed by the manufacturer.  
 
"For those of you who haven't been following along, Washington police currently have the latitude to define a helmet by their opin-
ion, leading to thousands of traffic stops for "illegal" helmets with no recourse for the rider," explained Rich Bright, Chairman of the 
ABATE of Washington Legislative Affairs Committee. "I took my 100% legal beanie to court and lost based solely on the opinion of 
the officer, even though I demonstrated that it was legal under federal and state law." 
 
SB-5335 would define what a "motorcycle helmet" is. "This bill would say that a helmet is a helmet and that the police couldn't pull 
people over to inspect helmets anymore. It pretty much says that if a helmet has a hard outer shell and a chin strap you are good to 
go," says Bright. 
 
The bill now goes over to the House of Representatives. Washington residents can contact your State Representatives by calling 1-

The Motorcycle Riders Foundation (MRF) has learned that, with current authorizations set to expire in the 
next couple of weeks, the U.S. Congress passed legislation that would authorize surface transportation 

programs for several more months.  

By voice vote, the House passed a bill (HR 2887) that would extend surface transportation programs 

through March 31, 2012. The bill also would extend certain highway-related taxes, including the gas tax, 
which is set to expire on September 30 under the most recent long-term surface transportation reau-
thorization. The Senate also passed the extension late on Thursday, September 15. This bill has been the 

vehicle for numerous motorcycle-related laws. HR 2887 is expected to be signed into law very soon.   

"The extension keeps the current motorcycle awareness and education grants flowing. So far the govern-
ment has returned $49 million dollars to the motorcycle riders in the country; I call that a good start," 
said Jeff Hennie, MRF Vice President of Government Relations.  

The bill, which should be the most bipartisan bill in the entire Congress, has been stymied for a number 
of legislative and political  reasons – so much so that is now linked to the Federal Aviation Administration 

funding bill which is on its 22nd extension going back to 2007.   

House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee Chairman John Mica (R-FL) said the short extension 
represented a "bipartisan, bicameral agreement to move forward," but warned that it should not be a 
"temporary Band-Aid."

LOUISIANA PUSHES PASSENGER HELMET LAW Go tell 
yer ol' lady that the state of Louisiana wants to put a helmet on 
her head whenever she's riding on the p-pad, then write to their 
House Transportation Committee to let them know her reaction! 
 
"Most of the people who like to ride on the back of scooters enjoy 
the freedom we have in Louisiana as much as the riders in the 
front," said Steve Howardell, Legislative Coordinator for ABATE 
of Louisiana. "This bill is the first step in eroding our hard fought 
freedom in the Pelican State and the first step in repealing SB-86 
which granted us our right to choose in 1999." 
 
This bill, HB-41, if passed will require passengers on all motorcy-
cles, regardless of age, to wear a helmet at all times in Louisiana.  
 
"We need to fight back," says Howardell. "Write your legislators 
and let them know that we, the 86,000 strong registered riders of 
Louisiana, their passengers, their friends and family will not go 
backwards. We are a voting block to be reckoned with and we 
will stand together!" 
 
In the meantime, the state of Rhode Island is considering repeal-
ing their passenger helmet law, the only such law on the books in 
the United States. HB-5503 would remove the passenger helmet 
requirement, and was heard recently in the House Health, Educa-
tion & Welfare Committee. "The Rhode Island Motorcycle Asso-
ciation testified in favor of the bill, and it looked pretty good," 
said Jeff Barone, President of RIMA and a member of the Na-
tional Coalition of Motorcyclists (NCOM) Board of Directors. 
 
"My advice will be to get a woman who rides her own bike as 
well as on the back of her old man's, and have her ask the com-
mittee members 'Why do I need to wear a helmet based on where
